When using the mail, we ask that you include your offering envelope (if you 

have one). If you have a number but don’t have the paper envelopes 

available, please include that number in the memo line of the check. These 

small steps will help streamline the counting and recording process. If you 

do not have an envelope number, no special notations are needed. 

 

 

SCRIP NEWS 

Electronic and card reloads are available at shopwithscrip.com. If you do 

not have an online account, you will need instructions to attach your 

purchases to Our Saviour; please ask the office to email them to you. Please 

note that this requires setting up automatic payments with PrestoPay which 

will take a couple of days to complete processing. 

 

With electronic SCRIP, you will need a smart phone, iPad/tablet or printer. 

For reload, the card must have been purchased from the SCRIP program.
